AFTER SCHOOL ITALIAN 

For some years now Brunswick East PS has run Ital ian classes after school for those families interested in 

enriching their childrenôs language learning. This is a user pays service but the fees are reasonable. Itôs a 

relatively small class and kids learn Italian in a fun environment much like they do at school.  If you would 

like to know more about these classes you can ring the school and we can provide you with more 

information.  

 

Action Research and Maths at BEPS 

This year has been an  extraordinary one for me. I have had the privilege of observing teac hers professional 

growth in a multitude of ways but especially their maths teaching. At the beginning of the year teams of 

teachers set goals around mathematics that would improve their teaching and the kids learning. Through 

action research teachers put t heir goals into practice and at team meetings each week reflected together on 

what they had done. This involved critical examination of both their teaching and student learning.  

Reflection was deep and new direction was set. As part of a whole school appr oach teachers shared their 

research findings regularly with the whole staff. In the last couple of weeks teachers have presented their 

work so far to colleagues in creative and rich ways. I knew teachers were doing great things but you could 

have knocked m e over with a feather when I saw the depth of understanding teachers had come to in their 

mathematics teaching.  Teachers created videos with commentary of studentôs learning and using theory 

could explain the reasoning behind the classroom curriculum. Som e teachers gave little lessons to show 

how their teaching had changed. Others showed videos of themselves being coached. This included footage 

of kids analysing their learning. Another team laid out a collection of student work and maths planners to 

show t he journey so far this year. When I take tours through the school I often have parents ask if teaching 

here is challenging because it seems so vibrant and a lot is happening. My belief is that every minute of 

teaching is challenging. Itôs unpredictable because we work with little human beings who are complex 

individuals. I believe we come to work to be challenged. The best part of the challenge is the satisfaction of 

making a difference to the kids, the relationships with colleagues and the professional env ironment of the 

school.  Congratulations to all the staff for creating a work environment that values professional learning 

and challenge.  

 

Pizza Garden 

The pizza garden is finished and the kids were able to test it out this week. THEY LOVE IT!!!! How do I  know? 

Well about a hundred kids tried to sit on the little mound of turf all at once and most children have walked on 

the stone wall or through the garden beds. If you havenôt seen the garden yet, you must have a look. Itôs 

wonderful. We have put barriers  around some of the plants until they are established but they should come 

down when the children get used to walking around the plants and not over them.
