I am apologizing in advance but my section 

of the newsletter is full of housekeeping.  

 

NITS NITS NITS 

Those little creatures are with us again and 

if your childôs class has been affected you 

will have received a letter from school by 

now. Lice arenôt fussy about who they lay 

their eggs on but as a parent itôs enough to 

drive you crazy because they are tricky to 

get rid of. The only thing that really works 

is regular checks by you and if you notice 

eggs or lice, then treatment and the use of 

a comb to remove ALL eggs (thatôs the 

hardest part) is necessary. Treatments and 

combs can be purchased at your local 

chemist. Children are not allowed to 

remain at school if they have lice or eggs 

and so if children are found to have them 

we will give you a call and ask that you 

pick up your child and treat their hair. I am 

sure you would want to know so that you 

can treat as soon as possible. 

 

Accurate phone numbers and head 

injuries 

We are obliged legally to make contact 

with parents and guardians if children 

receive any injury to the head- this 

includes the face. Sometimes they are 

minor but we still have to make contact. 

This is just to make sure that if your child 

has symptoms of concussion later in the 

day you will know why, also as a parent I 

would hate to think my kids had an injury 

to the head and I didnôt know. It is not 

always necessary to collect your child and 

in fact that rarely happens but we do have 

to let you know. We have a problem 

though. When we try to make contact with 

parents and guardians we often get an 

answering machine. Teachers and office 

staff will leave a message but you can 

imagine picking your child up at 5.00pm 

from after care or at 3.30pm and they hurt 

themselves at 11.15am and you didnôt 

know. Office staff  have often spent 45 

mins trying to talk to a parent. What we 

are asking you to do is make sure that the 

contact phone number you have given us is 

one you can be contacted on or that you 

check regularly. This might sound like a 

pain, but if something really serious 

happens we would like to be able to 

contact you quickly.
