BUILDING THE ED UCATION REVOLUTION: A POSSILBE DESIGN .

The refurbished Unit melds together areas that are tradit ionally provided separately i general
learning areas and specialist facilities. The overall Unit comprises fifteen discrete, dedicated

settings each supporting a particular activity but all interlinked i aflowing space for people

and the cross -fertilisati on of ideas. This spatial arrangement enables students as individuals

and groups to move seamlessly between areas in the course of developing on -going projects

i eliminating the wait for scheduled sessions in remote specialist facilities.
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GRADES 5/6 UNIT I NEW FLOOR PLAN
The approach taken to design was tempered by the fact that these are very busy
environments, full of people, movement an d things. Design is concerned not only with how
well an environment f unct i ointke amhiehce ar psycholopicahaffectt o6f eel s 6

In contemporary architecture this is often a strong expression of a current design idiom. But
in this case, an ed ucational setting, design needs to play a subtle role, helping to clarify,
harmonise and focus attention on the children and their works.

At BEPS we are committed to providing water safety and aquatic skill opportunitie s for all our
students.

Students from the above learning communities will participate in an Aquatic Education

Program at Northcote Pool during Term Three on the following Fridays; July 17, 24, 31, Aug
