3-Way Conferences 

3-way conferences are a valuable way of enhancing the Victorian Curriculum. With the introduction of VELS 

(Victorian Essential Learning Standards) has come a return to interdisciplinary skills. One of which is 

Personal Learning. Three-way conferences are the place where children can show and develop their skills 

as personal learners. By starting early in prep, students build in competency and confidence to share their 

learning with their families. Below are the expectations/standards for level 3 (Grade 3-4). This should give a 

little taste of what is expected of students in our curriculum. These standards are just as important as those 

set out for Maths or Englis 

Personal Learning Standards for VELS Level 3 

The individual learner 

‘At Level 3, students describe the factors that affect learning and identify strategies that will enhance their 

own learning. With support, they identify their learning strengths and weaknesses and learning habits that 

improve learning outcomes. They seek teacher feedback to develop their content knowledge and 

understanding. They make and justify some decisions about their learning and, with support, set learning 

improvement goals. They contribute to the development of protocols that create a positive learning 

environment in the classroom.’ 

Managing personal learning 

‘At Level 3, students set short-term, achievable goals in relation to specific tasks. They complete short tasks 

by planning and allocating appropriate time and resources. They undertake some multi-step, extended 

tasks independently. They comment on task progress and achievements. They manage their feelings in 

pursuit of goals and demonstrate a positive attitude towards their learning’ 

 



3-Way conferences are a place where children can articulate their goals and explain how closely they have 

come to them. They use metacognitive processes eg How do I know what I know?  which is another very 

important element  of the transdisciplinary  nature of ‘Thinking’, also part of the Victorian Essential Learning 

Standards.

HEAD LICE ALERT  
 

THERE ARE A NUMBER OF FAMILIES WHO HAVE CONTACTED THE SCHOOL AND HAVE TREATED 

THEIR CHILDREN FOR HEAD LICE.  COULD ALL FAMILIES PLEASE CHECK THEIR CHILDREN’S 

HAIR AS A MATTER OF ROUTINE AND PLEASE TREAT THE HAIR IF INFECTED. 

 

WHAT ARE HEAD LICE? 

 

 Head lice (pediculosis) are tiny insects that live on the human scalp where they feed and 

breed.    Probably between 2-3% of primary school children are infested at any one time. 

 Head lice do not carry or transmit disease; however, they are considered a significant 

nuisance. 

 

NOTES OF INTEREST ABOUT HEAD LICE 
 Anyone can catch head lice.   

 Head lice cannot fly, hop or jump.  They spread from person to person by head to 

head contact  

 Parents have the primary responsibility for the detection and treatment of head lice 

on their children. 

 Consistent with Health (Infectious Diseases) Regulations 2001, the principal will 

ensure that the parents/carers of any child found to have live lice are informed that 

their child is to be excluded from attending school until appropriate treatment has 

commenced.
