LEADERSHIP SCHOLARSHIP 

Two years ago the OECD did research in Victoria to examine our world 
recognised ‘Leadership Framework’. This framework is part of a much bigger 

educational direction documented in the Victorian ‘Blueprint’ for Schools. The 
research found that Victoria was at the forefront of building educational 

leadership and this was having an impact on Victorian schools in a positive 

way. Research is telling us that one of the prerequisites to an effective school 
is ‘strong and shared leadership’.  An older leadership model we have all 

experienced, of a ‘management’ style where the person at the top directs 
‘down’ and people pretty much do what they are told, has been found to be 

successful in the short term but does not lead to long term improvements in 
schools. 

 
Last year we applied for and were successful in getting a scholarship worth 

around $7,000.00 for several teachers in the school to take part in Leadership 
professional development. For the last three days Julie, Phill, Anne, Elizabeth, 

Lisa, Jill and I were literally locked away in a hotel in Carlton to create a plan 
to firstly build leadership capacity within our team and then across the whole 

staff. It was exhausting and the first night we worked until 10.00pm and none 
of us could sleep so the next night we finished at 8.30pm…. still a very long 

day. All of us felt this opportunity was a great gift and very much appreciated. 

Developing leadership at BEPS doesn’t mean that teachers will leave our 
school to become Leading teachers, AP’s or Prins although it might. For all of 

us classroom teaching is of paramount importance and leadership means that 
everybody takes responsibility for making BEPS the best it can be. 

 
The mere fact that we were out of the school for three days gave several 

teachers the opportunity to lead the school without us. We trusted the 
remaining teachers to run the school effectively and they did. Rita and Karen 

have to be thanked as they became the Principals but other teachers worked 
at doing their bit to ensure smooth sailing. Because we have team teachers in 

the school, CRT’s were able to work closely with teachers who work in 
partnership. For Julie and Phill we made sure we employed people the kids 

knew. 
 

One of the really nice things about the PD was, knowing the school was in 

safe hands. 
Thanks to everyone….all teachers for supporting us all to be better leaders.
