SPINNING IN SPACE

This term, the 1/2/3 Learning Community is learning about Space.
After reading an article on the Museum V ictoriabs websit
and Sarahodés students asked questions
responses we received back from the staff at the Melbourne
Planetarium.

Dear Josh, Imogen, Leila, Sam, Alycia and Obi,

Thank -you for your questions about the moon. We sent your questions
to the staff at the Melbourne Planetarium. Here are the answers they gave us:

1. What Colour is the moon? (Josh, Grade 2)

The colour of the Moon is very subtle: it has soft shades of grey, black and white, and regions
of browns, blues and yellows. The following links give some colour enhanced photos of the

2. How many different phases of the moon are there? (Imogen, Grade 2)

We generally say there are 4 phases of the Moon. New, First Quarter, Full, and Last Quarter.

3. When you have a crescent moon, why can't you see the whole moon? (Leila,
Grade 1)

When you have a crescent moon, it is actually possible to see the rest of the

Moon. Sometimes there is so much light reflected from the Earth (Earthshine), that it lights

up the part of the Moon that is not ill uminated by the Sun. You can then see the bright

crescent Moon and a pale rest of the Moon. As the Moon phase moves towards the Full moon,

the Moon is so bright you cannot see the Earthshine on the Moon. Also the Moon has to be in
the right position fort  he Earth to reflect the Sun's light onto the Moons night side; this only

happens just after the New Moon.
