Building Education Revolution

The media has been full of news about the federal money that will pour into state
school very soon. It is fantastic and I am over the moon as are many Principals. The
only problem is that we do not fit a very simple category. As an inner city school with
limited land and a heritage building on site we are limited as to what we can do. In
fact at the moment we are not entirely sure of what we can do at all. If we had a big
block of land we could plonk one of the templates onto it and we’d all celebrate
because the templates look pretty good. We however will have to wait until all the
schools who are building the template buildings have applied and then we can put
forward a case for some refurbishments. However with the really tight timelines I can
only see our way free to modify our 70’s buildings as these do not have heritage
overylays and are less complex to change. Sounds simple??? Not so much. The
design has to fit with the restrictions under BER and finding an architect who
understands these restrictions and can deliver in the tight timelines is tricky. Once
we have an architect (Greg Carden is helping on that matter...thanks Greg) we can
get an idea of the possibilities within our budget. When that’s done I can gather
some consultation and prioritise. I am apologising in advance because normally a
project of this magnitude would involve an enormous amount of consultation. At
Fitzroy HS where my partner teaches the process for their new building took a year
before any building even started. We don’t have anywhere near that amount of time
and consultation will be minimal. The Federal Gov't guidelines will dictate the
structure and our Northern Metropolitan Regional Network Leader will support us
through the process of application and timelines.

Last week I had to put in a rushed submission for $125,000.00 we are entitled to
under the National School’s Pride project. With the guidance of the Building& Grounds
group I selected several small projects to be funded. They were sitting waiting for
money and fit the strict guidelines we were sent. I asked for an expanded Kitchen
Garden, garden area with bread oven, bike shed, shade sails and solar panels. We
will be in round 2 of funding so will not know whether we have been successful or not
yet but I will let you know.
