BER (building the educationr  evolution)
This is the $2million from the
Commonwealth Govt's stimulus package
for refurbishing the old building and the
prep unit. While it should be wonderful
for the school, the planning is
exceedingly rushed and there is very
littte  opportunity for the school
community to consider the plans before
we are obliged to approve them. The aim

is to commence building works in
October!

The final plan closely resembles the
conceptual plans we showed at the
community forum in July, and which
have been on display in the hall. The
project architect accepted these as a
good starting point, and has made only
minor modifications. Thanks to everyone
who attended the forum, viewed the
plans and provided comments.

Seat belts in buses

We decided that we should hire bu ses
with seat belts for non  -local bus trips,
such as to camps and excursions. This
may increase the cost of excursions as
less students fit on the bus, and the
buses are a more expensive, but
students and staff will be safer.
