Meanwhile families should continue with standard good general health hygiene practices, such as
ensuring your children undertake regular hand was hing and cover their nose and mouth if sneezing and
coughing.

This practice is being reinforced with your children while at school.

If your children are unwell, you should seek medical attention and avoid public places and close contact
with others.
