Arrangements for 2010

This week teachers agreed on how Learning Communities will be set up in 2010

and which specialist areas we will run. After careful consideration and lots of
discussion the followi ng structure will be in place next year. 4 X Preps, 6 X 1/2/3,

4 X 4/5/6. LOTE will be emb edded into Learning Communities (although 4/5/6 will

have separate LOTE classes) ART, MUSIC and PE will be our specialist classes.
LIBRARY lessons will be taken by cl assroom teachers where possible. The Library

will not operate the way it usually does, next year, firstly because Karen has

retired and secondly the Library will be used to house classes displaced by the
renovations.

Teachers believe the structure of class es in the form of learning communities has
worked well this year. It has allowed for strong teams and individualized teaching

e.g. child -centred. On the whole , feedback has been very positive and families
coming into the school next year are coming because we offer multi -age, an
inquiry approach that includes Philosophy and our play based approach. They love

lots of other things including how lovely the children are and already know the
reputation of the school for being a welcoming community.

Schools can n ever be perfect and | would start to worry if we thought we were. A
couple of parents have raised concerns about this
them because their feedback will support teachers to evaluate what they do and

how they can improve in 2010. In fact teachers have agreed to focus their action
research in 2010 on creating the most effective learning environments and
improving literacy teaching and learning. So that every family has the
opportunity to give us feedback on all of what we do at BEP S, very soon | will be
sending home an evaluation form for you to complete. It will be lengthy but most
