Dear Parents,

There have been a number of near misses on the school crossing on Nicholson Street.
Discussions have been held with VICROADS and the local council about improving the signs and
the position of the pedestrian lights. These discussions are on going.

To back -up our claim that this is a dangerous crossing, we are gathering incident reports.
Attached is a pro -forma Traffic Incident report form. If you have experienced a near miss on the
crossing and the memory is fresh, please fill in the details and return it to the school office

Copies of the completed incident form will be mailed to VICROADS, Moreland Council and the
local Sta te MP and the original held at the school. Extra blank copies of the form are available
from the school office.

With the permission of the neighbours to the crossing, small boxes have been mounted on their
fences containing writing materials to quickly note the offending licence number. Their locations
are shown in the  photos on the reverse side of this notice. (Please ask Glenda, the Crossing
Supervisor if you have trouble finding them.)

With your help, we can provide enough evidence to the road authorities for them to make
substantial improvements to this school cros sing to improve the safety for our children.

WHAT ARE HEAD LICE?

1 Head lice (pediculosis) are tiny insects that live on the human scalp

where they feed and breed. Probably between 2 -3% of primary school
children are infested at any one time
9 Head lice do not carry or transmit disease; however, they are

considered a significant nuisance.

NOTES OF INTEREST ABOUT HEAD LICE

1 Anyone can catch head lice.

1 Head lice cannot fly, hop or jump. They spread from person to
person by head to head contact

1 Parents have the primary responsibility for the detection and
treatment of head lice on their children.

1 Consistent with Health (Infectious Diseases) Regulations 2001, the
principal will ensure that the parents/carers of any child found to
have live lice are informed that their child is to be exclud ed from
attending school until appropriate treatment has commenced.
