Adult s play a major role in the development of self esteem and resilience. The

messages, reactions and responses to children from adults can either promote a

positive and realistic sense of who they are or a negative perspective.

Encour aging chi ltshndehe greacesses anesteps they use along the
way are just as important, if not more important, than simply the end result.

All children have needs and a right to be respected and accepted for who they are.
Whilst we may not accept or respect or condon e all of the behaviours, all children
have a right to be respected.
